The prophet Zechariah started his life in Babylon as the son of an “Exiled” Hebrew, because of 
this unnatural situation he lived a complicated Hebrew life that was restricted by laws and 
regulations that were Babylonian.  
The prophet Zechariah was a contemporary of Haggai Zerubbabel and Joshua and because of 
the motivational Prophesy of “Rebuilding” delivered from Yahweh he developed a close 
personal and Spiritual relationship with all of them.                                                                                                                              
They all became willing and Enthusiastic leaders in the movement to Return “The Remnant” to 
Israel so that the “Rebuilding” of the walls of their homes and The Temple of Yahweh would be 
undertaken and Completed. 
 
The author of the Bible book of Zechariah was Zechariah, but the authorship of the last section 
of the book is questioned by some men because of what they call “a difference in writing style”.         
This Prophetic Bible book is under attack from misguided men using (Textual Criticism), they 
question the correctness of this book just as they have done to other Books in the Holy Bible.

In the use of Textual Criticism, the educated “Inquisitors” look for errors in the “Accepted” 
modern-day translations of the Holy Bible.                                                                                                
They use as their “correct source documents” two Greek manuscripts, they are titled the (Codex 
Sinaiticus) and the (Codex Vaticanus).                                                                                                   
These “highly” educated men believe only they can read correctly and understand the small 
number of existing old Greek manuscripts.                                                                                                                                                          
These manuscripts are the same Greek manuscripts that are considered “Aberrant” (a deviation 
– in error or mistaken) by most “Knowledgeable” Bible scholars.                                                             
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The two documents are Old Greek manuscripts whose authorship is “Questionable”, books that 
may or may not be Correct or Complete!  
Textual Criticism is just one of the Textual Traditions that have been adopted by so called 
“Educated” men, who mistakenly think and feel they can and should decide what Truly Belongs 
in the Holy Bible. 
The men who want to correct “errors” in the Holy Bible are religiously educated “High Thinkers” 
that for the most part have good intensions as they “Take Apart” the Holy Bible by Questioning 
the Correctness of dates and authorship of Bible books.

In November of the second year of King Darius’s reign, the LORD gave this message to the 
prophet Zechariah son of Berekiah and grandson of Iddo:  

2 “I, the LORD, was very angry with your ancestors. 3 Therefore, say to the people, ‘This is 
what the LORD of Heaven’s Armies says: Return to me, and I will return to you, says the LORD of 
Heaven’s Armies.’ 4 Don’t be like your ancestors who would not listen or pay attention when the 
earlier prophets said to them, ‘This is what the LORD of Heaven’s Armies says: Turn from your 
evil ways, and stop all your evil practices.’  

5 “Where are your ancestors now? They and the prophets are long dead. 6 But everything I 
said through my servants the prophets happened to your ancestors, just as I said. As a result, 
they repented and said, ‘We have received what we deserved from the LORD of Heaven’s Armies. 
He has done what he said he would do.’ ”  
 
This first section of Chapter #1 of the prophesy of Zechariah is the Retelling of the combined 
messages contained in all the teachings of the Minor Prophets.                                                                                                
The Hebrew people must look to the Hard Lessons of their past history where Hebrews were so 
“Arrogant” that most of them thought they could sinfully worship “false gods” and “Disobey”

son of Berekiah and grandson of Iddo.  

8 In a vision during the night, I saw a man sitting on a red horse that was standing among 
some myrtle trees in a small valley. Behind him were riders on red, brown, and white horses. 9 I 
asked the angel who was talking with me, “My lord, what do these horses mean?”  

“I will show you,” the angel replied.  
10 The rider standing among the myrtle trees then explained, “They are the ones the LORD has 

sent out to patrol the earth.”  
11 Then the other riders reported to the angel of the LORD, who was standing among the 

myrtle trees, “We have been patrolling the earth, and the whole earth is at peace.”  
12 Upon hearing this, the angel of the LORD prayed this prayer: “O LORD of Heaven’s Armies, 

for seventy years now you have been angry with Jerusalem and the towns of Judah. How long 
until you again show mercy to them?” 13 And the LORD spoke kind and comforting words to the 
angel who talked with me.  

14 Then the angel said to me, “Shout this message for all to hear: ‘This is what the LORD of 
Heaven’s Armies says: My love for Jerusalem and Mount Zion is passionate and strong. 15 But I 
am very angry with the other nations that are now enjoying peace and security. I was only a 
little angry with my people, but the nations inflicted harm on them far beyond my intentions.  

16 “ ‘Therefore, this is what the LORD says: I have returned to show mercy to Jerusalem. My 
Temple will be rebuilt, says the LORD of Heaven’s Armies, and measurements will be taken for 
the reconstruction of Jerusalem.’  

17 “Say this also: ‘This is what the LORD of Heaven’s Armies says: The towns of Israel will 
again overflow with prosperity, and the LORD will again comfort Zion and choose Jerusalem as
