This personal information is all the that the Holy Bible has recorded about Micah the prophet of 
Yahweh, this God inspired prophesy contains all the insightful information we need to 
understand the tender heart of Micah.

This question of “Can a godly man be found” from the prophet Micah is just as Relevant today 
as it was in the time of The Old Testament.
